| Battery Cover Lock
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Set Up Your Phone

You must first install and charge the battery to begin setting up your phone.

Insert and Charge the Battery

Follow the steps below to insert the battery and charge it.
1. Install the battery.

= Slide the battery cover lock to the unlocked position.

= Replace the battery cover, making sure all the tabs are secure and there are no gaps
around the cover.

Caution: Ensure that the battery cover lock is in the unlocked position when replacing the
cover.
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Note: When you insert the battery, your phone may power on automatically.
2. Charge your battery.

= Plug the smaller end of the USB cable into the phone’s charger/accessory jack.

= Plug the other end of the USB cable into the charger, and then plug the charger into
an electrical outlet.

Note: Your phone’s battery should have enough charge for the phone to turn on and find a
signal, set up voicemail, and make a call. You should fully charge the battery as soon as
possible.

3. Press and hold the Power button to turn the phone on.
= |f your phone is activated, it will turn on and search for Sprint service.

= |f your phone is not yet activated, see Activate Your Phone for more information.
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Activate Your Phone

Follow the instructions below to activate your phone if it has not already been activated.
Depending on your account or how and where you purchased your phone, it may be ready to
use or you may need to activate it on your Sprint account.

If you purchased your phone at a Sprint Store, it is probably activated and ready to use.

If you received your phone in the mail and it is for a new Sprint account or a new line of
service, it is designed to activate automatically.

= When you turn the phone on for the first time, you should see a Hands Free
Activation screen, which may be followed by a PRL Update screen and a Firmware
Update screen. Follow the onscreen instructions to continue.

If you received your phone in the mail and you are activating a new phone for an existing
number on your account (you're swapping phones), you can activate on your computer
online or directly on your phone.

= Activate on your computer:

» Go to sprint.com/activate and complete the online instructions to activate your
phone.

= Activate on your phone:

* Turn on your new phone. (Make sure the old one is turned off.) Your phone will
automatically attempt Hands-Free Activation.

« If an error occurs, touch Activate to override auto-activation and start the manual
activation wizard.

* Follow the on-screen prompts to complete the activation process.

To confirm activation, make a phone call. If your phone is still not activated or you do not have
access to the Internet, contact Sprint Customer Service at 1-888-211-4727 for assistance.

Note:

Do not press the Power button while the phone is being activated. Pressing the Power
button cancels the activation process.

If you are having any difficulty with activation, contact Sprint Customer Service by calling
1-888-211-4727 from any other phone.

Set Up Voicemail

You should set up your Voicemail and personal greeting as soon as your phone is activated.
Always use a password to protect against unauthorized access. Your phone automatically
transfers all unanswered calls to your voicemail, even if your phone is in use or turned off.
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Note: Voicemail Password — Sprint strongly recommends that you create a password when
setting up your voicemail to protect against unauthorized access. Without a password,
anyone who has access to your phone is able to access your voicemail messages.

To set up Visual Voicemail:

1. Touch Home [} > E > Voicemail. (If your screen is locked, press the Power button,
touch and hold the screen and then flick the key icon \2\ under your finger toward

Unlock .EJ to unlock the screen.)

2. Touch Personalize now and follow the system prompts to:
= Create a password (part of standard voicemail).
* Record your name announcement.

= Record your greeting.

When prompted to enter information, touch Dialpad to bring up the onscreen dialpad to
enter your numeric responses.

4. Once you have completed the setup process, return to the voicemail page (see step 1).

5. Touch the Welcome to Voicemail message on the screen to play a brief explanation of
the voicemail services.

To set up traditional voicemail:

1. Touch Home ) > Phone >\ to display the dialpad. (If your screen is locked, press
the Power button to turn on the display, touch and hold the screen and then flick the key

icon \i\ under your finger toward Unlock EJ to unlock the screen.)

2. Touch and hold to dial your voicemail number.
3. Follow the system prompts to:

= Create your password.

* Record your name announcement.

= Record your greeting.

| Battery Cover Lock

Key Functions

e Proximity Sensor/Light Sensor detects how close an object is to the surface of the
screen. This is typically used to detect when your face is pressed up against the screen,
such as during a phone call. It also automatically turns off the keyboard backlight and
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brightens the display when you are in sunlight or a bright room, and turns on the
keyboard backlight and dims the display in darker places.

e Smart Sonic Receiver (Internal) lets you hear the caller and automated prompts. See
Smart Sonic Receiver.

e Back Key € lets you return to the previous screen, or close a dialog box, options
menu, the Notifications panel, or onscreen keyboard.

e Home Key (") returns you to the home screen. Touch and hold to open the recently-
used applications window.

e Menu Key i== |ets you open the menus of the current screen or application.

e Touchscreen displays all the information needed to operate your phone. Use finger
gestures to navigate and interact with items on the screen.

e LED Indicator displays a phone notification, charging status, or alert.

e Headset Jack allows you to plug in an optional headset for convenient, hands-free
conversations.

e Power Button lets you turn the phone on or off or turn the screen on or off, or switch
your phone to silent mode, vibration mode, or airplane mode.

e Charger/Accessory Jack allows you to connect the micro-USB cable (included) to
charge the battery or to transfer files to and from a computer.

e Microphones transmit your voice for phone calls or record your voice or ambient
sounds for voice recordings and videos.

e Volume Button allows you to adjust the ringtone or media volume when you are not on
a call, or adjust the voice volume during a call.

e Camera Button lets you activate the camera and video camera, and take pictures and
videos.

e Speaker lets you hear the different ringtones and sounds. The speaker also lets you
hear the caller’s voice in speakerphone mode.

e Internal Antennas facilitate reception and transmission. To maximize performance, do
not obstruct while using the phone.

e Camera Lens lets you take pictures and videos.

e Camera Flash helps illuminate subjects in low-light environments when taking a picture
or recording a video.
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e microSD Card Slot (Internal) allows you to insert an optional microSD card to support
external memory.

e Battery Cover Lock turns to lock and unlock the battery cover.

CAUTION! Inserting an accessory into the incorrect jack may damage the phone.

Smart Sonic Receiver

Smart Sonic receiver transmits sound through vibrations on your phone’s display screen. Place
your ear around the internal receiver and adjust the position of the phone to find the best
hearing point depending on the surrounding environment.

Note: Do not cover the microphones during a call. Do not apply any sheet or sticker to the
display area as it may compromise the hearing quality.

Turn Your Phone On and Off

The instructions below explain how to turn your phone on and off.

Turn Your Phone On
» Press and hold the Power button.

Turn Your Phone Off
1. Press and hold the Power button to open the phone options menu.
2. Touch Power off > OK to turn the phone off.

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off.
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Turn Your Screen On and Off

Your phone allows you to quickly turn the screen off when not in use and to turn it back on and
unlock it when you need it.

Turn the Screen Off When Not in Use

» To quickly turn the screen off, press the Power button. Pressing the Power button again
will turn on your phone screen and show the lock screen.

To save battery power, the phone automatically turns off the screen after a certain period of
time when you leave it idle. You will still be able to receive messages and calls while the
phone’s screen is off.

Note: For information on how to adjust the time before the screen turns off, see Sleep.
Turn the Screen On and Unlock It

1. To turn the screen on, press the Power button.
2. Touch and hold the screen and the key icon \?\ appears under your finger.
3. Flick \E\ toward:

= Unlock to unlock the screen.

= Phone to unlock the screen and open the Phone app.

= Messaging to unlock the screen and open the Messaging app.

= Camera to unlock the screen and open the Camera app.

You can disable the flick lock or enable a more secure one from the Settings menu. See Screen
Lock.

Touchscreen Navigation
Your phone’s touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures.
Touch

Touch the screen with your finger to select or launch a menu, option, or application. A light
touch works best.
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Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, a keyboard), touch and hold the item.

Drag

Touch and hold your finger before you start to move it. Do not release your finger until you have
reached the target position.
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Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick
strokes.
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Pinch and Spread

Pinch the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out, or spread the screen to zoom in
when viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to zoom
in.)

Rotate

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to
landscape by turning the phone sideways. When entering text, you can turn the phone sideways
to bring up a bigger keyboard. See Touchscreen Keyboards for more details.
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Note: The Auto-rotate screen check box needs to be selected for the screen orientation to
automatically change. Touch Home ") > Menu i== > System settings > Display >
Auto-rotate screen.

Your Home Screen

The home screen is the starting point for your phone’s applications, functions, and menus. You
can customize your home screen by adding application icons, shortcuts, folders, widgets, and
more.

e Status Bar: Displays the time, notification, and phone status icons. Slide down to
display the Notifications panel.

e Shortcut: Allows users to quickly launch applications.
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e Application Launcher: Touch to display available applications and widgets on the
phone.

e Favorites Tray: Contains up to five icons and appears on every home screen. You can
customize these icons except the application launcher icon in the middle.

e Screen Position Indicator: Indicates which home screen is displayed. Touch to access
each screen. The home screen icon ") shows the main home screen.

e [older: Allows users to organize screen items. You can store multiple application icons
as a group.

e Google Search Bar: Allows users to enter text or spoken keywords for a quick search
on the phone or on the Internet. Touch to enter text or touch @ to speak your keyword.

Tip:  Touch Home " to return to the main home screen from any other screen.

Extended Home Screens

In addition to the main home screen, your phone has between two to six extended home
screens to provide more space for adding icons, widgets, and more. Touch Home (") and then
drag across the screen to move from the main screen to an extended screen.

Customize the Home Screen
Learn how to add, move, or remove items from the home screen.

Manage Your Home Screens
You can have between three to seven home screens.

1. Lightly pinch any home screen with your thumb and index finger to display the home
screen thumbnails.
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Touch Home [T on the main home screen.
2. The following options are available:

=  Touch a thumbnail to access the home screen.

= Touch [E5 to add a new home screen. You can have up to seven home screens in
total.

= Touch and hold a thumbnail and drag it to rearrange the positions of the home
screens. Release the thumbnail where you want to place it.

= Touch and hold a thumbnail, drag it to “ > Remove” and release it when it turns red
to delete the home screen. The main home screen cannot be deleted.

= Touch the home icon at the top of each screen to set the screen as the main home
screen.

3. Touch DONE.
Add App Shortcuts or Widgets to the Home Screen
1. Touch EE'E on the favorites tray.

2. Slide the APPS or WIDGETS screens to find the item you want to add to the home
screen.

3. Touch and hold the app icon or a widget and move your finger to find the place to add it
to. The blue frames which appear on the screen indicate where you might place the item.

4. Release your finger.
Move or Remove Items on the Home Screen
» Touch and hold the item you want to move or remove from the home screen.
= To move the item, drag it to a new area and release it.

* Toremove the item, drag it to “ > Remove” at the top of the screen and release it
when it turns red.

Favorites Tray

The favorites tray takes up to five icons and appears on every home screen. You can replace
those icons except the application launcher icon in the center of the tray.

To add a new icon to the favorites tray:
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1. Remove the current icon on the tray. See Move or Remove Items on the Home Screen.
2. Touch and hold an app icon and drag it to the favorites tray.
3. Release your finger.

Use Folders

You can place several app icons in a folder. Drop an app icon over another on the home screen,
and the two icons will be in the same folder.

1. Touch and hold an app icon and drag it over another on the home screen.
2. Release your finger. You can see two icons piled within a folder (a black square).
3. Touch the square. You can see the app icons within the folder.

4. Touch Unnamed Folder. The keyboard opens and you can name the folder. To rename
it, touch the name.

Change Wallpaper
1. Touch and hold an empty area on a home screen.

2. Select one of the following options:

Gallery: Select to use saved or captured pictures on your phone. Touch to select a
picture and crop it before setting it as wallpaper.

= |D wallpapers: Select to use ID wallpapers. Select the wallpaper and touch Set
wallpaper.

= Live Wallpapers: Select to use Live wallpapers. Select the wallpaper and touch Set
wallpaper.

» Wallpapers: Select to use preset wallpapers. Select the wallpaper and touch Set
wallpaper.

Launcher Screens

You can rearrange or customize the view of your launcher screens where you can find all apps
on your phone.

Sort the Apps on Your Phone

1. Touch Home [ >:=:i2 > Menu i= > Sort by....

2. Select an option:

= Alphabetical: Your apps are rearranged in alphabetical order.
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= Downloaded date: Your apps are rearranged according to the downloaded date.

= Custom: Additional options are available to customize your launcher screens. See
Customize Your Launcher Screens for details.

Customize Your Launcher Screens

Firstly, select the Custom sorting to customize your launcher screens. See Sort the Apps on
Your Phone.

To move the apps on the launcher screens:

2. Touch and hold an app, drag it to a new position and release it. To move it to another
screen, drag the app to Jump to another screen and release it on the screen you want
to place it.

To move the launcher screens:

2. Touch and hold a screen, drag it to a new position and release it.
3. Touch DONE.
To add a launcher screen:

1. Touch Home ) > &iik > Menu i== > Add screen.

2. Touch to select the apps to be on the added screen. The selected number is displayed
at the top of the screen.

3. Touch DONE. A new screen is added with the selected apps on it.
Clock & Weather
Your Clock & Weather widget can display multiple time and weather information.
Retrieve the Current Location Information

1. Touch Add location on the widget.

2. Touch Find current location. Your current location will be displayed.

= You will be prompted to enable the Location access settings if they are disabled.
Read the onscreen information and follow the instructions.
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3. Touch to confirm the location.

4. Touch OK to set the location on the lock screen and widget. The location is added to the
location list.

= The location next to Q& on the location list will be displayed on the widget. To

change it, touch 9; on the top of the screen and select another location. The rest of

the locations on the list will be displayed by sliding the screen sideways after
touching the widget on the home screen.

5. Touch Home [ to confirm that the selected location is displayed on the widget.

1. Touch Add location on the widget.

Delete a Location

1. Touch the weather image on the widget.

= Set location: Set the location to be displayed on the widget.

= Lock screen weather: Select the check box to display the weather on the lock
screen.

= Temperature scale: Select Fahrenheit or Celsius.
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= Auto update: Select the frequency of auto update.

Status Bar

The status bar at the top of the home screen provides phone and service status information on
the right side and notification alerts on the left. To view notification alerts, touch the status bar
and drag it down.

You can type on your phone using one of the available touchscreen keyboards.

Touchscreen Keyboards

Your phone offers you a choice of two touchscreen keyboards for entering text. The keyboard
appears automatically onscreen when you touch a text entry field, and they can be used in
either portrait or landscape mode.

The methods available include:

e Swype lets you enter letters and words in one continuous motion by swiping your finger
across the letters. See Swype for details.

e Android keyboard lets you use a traditional QWERTY setup to enter text. Additional
options expand your ability to enter text faster and more accurately. See Android
Keyboard for details.

Note: Swype is selected as a default keyboard.

To select a keyboard from Settings:
1. Touch Home ") > Menu i== > System settings > Language & input > Default.
2. Touch Swype or Android keyboard.

To switch the keyboard when a keyboard is displayed:
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1. Drag the Notifications panel down and touch Choose input method.

2. Touch Swype or Android keyboard.

Space: Touch to insert a space. The letters on the key show the keyboard’s language.
Touch and hold to bring up the Languages screen to select another language.

Enter: Touch to confirm your entry or move to a new line.

Shift: Touch to toggle between the lowercase, uppercase, and caps lock text input.

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Text Mode

ABC mode is primarily used for entering letters while Number & Symbol mode for numbers and
symbols.

Touch ,:; to select ABC mode. Touch M to select Number & Symbol mode.
= |n ABC mode, touch E to alter the capitalization:
E (Unshifted) to enter all letters in a word lowercase.
n (One-character-shifted) to capitalize only the first letter of a word.

(Caps Lock) to enter all letters in a word uppercase.
= The Number & Symbol keyboards are in two layers. Touch ﬁ to display the second
keyboard.

= Some keys have alternate characters. In either mode, if a key displays an extra
character on the upper right corner, touch and hold the key to enter the character. Or,
touch and hold a key to call up a list of all the characters available on that key. Touch
the character you want to enter from the list.

Voice Input

You can use voice input to enter text by speaking anywhere that you can enter text with the
touchscreen keyboard.

1. Touch on the keyboard.

= |f B is not displayed on the keyboard, touch and hold P£J to access the Swype

settings menus and touch Settings > Show Voice key.
2. Say the text you wish to enter into the microphone.
Swype User Dictionary
To add a word to your Swype dictionary:

1. Enter a word on the Swype keyboard by touching each letter without sliding your finger.

2. Touch . The word is highlighted.
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3. Touch again.

4. Touch Add “xxx” to dictionary.

To delete a word in your Swype dictionary:
1. Touch and hold on the Swype keyboard.

@‘ next to Swype.

2. Touch My Words > Edit my dictionary.
3. Touch a word to select it. You can touch - to select all the words in the dictionary.

2. Choose from the following options:
» Settings: Touch to show the following settings menus for Swype.
* Sunrise: Touch to select the theme for the Swype keyboard.
* Vibrate on keypress: Select to activate vibration when a key is touched.
« Sound on keypress: Select to play tones when a key is touched.

* Pop-up on keypress: Select to display a larger image of the key above it when
you touch it.

+ Show complete trace: Select to display the complete Swype path.

+ Auto-correction: Select to automatically correct mistyped words.
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* Auto-capitalization: Select to automatically capitalize the first letter of sentence-
initial words where available.

* Auto-spacing: Select to automatically insert spaces between words.

* Next word prediction: Select to predict words based on the previously entered
text.

* Smart editor: Select to underline the words that may be incorrect.

Enhanced 911 (E911) Information

This phone features an embedded Global Positioning System (GPS) chip necessary for utilizing
E911 emergency location services where available.

When you place an emergency 911 call, the GPS feature of your phone seeks information to
calculate your approximate location. Depending on several variables, including availability and
access to satellite signals, it may take up to 30 seconds or more to determine and report your
approximate location.

Important:  Always report your location to the 911 operator when placing an emergency call.
Some designated emergency call takers, known as Public Safety Answering
Points (PSAPs), may not be equipped to receive GPS location information from
your phone.

Call Numbers with Pauses

You can dial phone numbers with pauses for use with automated systems, such as voicemail or
credit card billing numbers.

e Add 2-sec pause: Automatically sends the next set of numbers after two seconds.

TTY Mode

A TTY (teletypewriter, also known as a TDD or Text Telephone) is a telecommunications device
that allows people who are deaf, hard of hearing, or who have speech or language disabilities,
to communicate by telephone.

Your phone is compatible with select TTY devices. Please check with the manufacturer of your
TTY device to ensure that it supports digital wireless transmission. Your phone and TTY device
will connect using a special cable that plugs into your phone’s headset jack. If this cable was not
provided with your TTY device, contact your TTY device manufacturer to purchase the
connector cable.

= Touch @ to sign in Latitude.

=  Touch 4_¥ to refresh the friend list.

= Touch Menu i== > Show stale friends/Hide stale friends to show or hide the list of
friends who do not use Latitude regularly.

= Touch Menu i== > |_ocation settings to configure your location settings.

= Touch Menu i== > Help to access the Google support page on Latitude.

Invite Friends

To share your location with friends and request to see their locations:

In Latitude, touch ‘4_.
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2. Choose how to add friends:

= Select from Contacts: Select any number of friends from contacts.

* Add via email address: Enter an email address and touch Add friends.
3. Confirm your friend is checked and touch Yes.

If your friends already use Latitude, they receive an email request and a notification on Latitude.
If they have not yet joined Latitude, they receive an email request that tells them to sign in to
Latitude with their Google Account.

Accept an Invitation

When you get a sharing request from a friend, you see “... new sharing requests” message.
Touch it and you can:

e Accept and share back: You can see your friends’ locations, and they can see yours.

e Accept, but hide my location: You can see your friends’ locations, but they can’t see
yours.

e Don’t accept: No location information is shared between you and your friends.

You can change how your location is shared with each friend at any time. See Connect with
Your Friends for details.

Show Your Friends
You can show your friends using the map view or the list view.
Map View:

Touch MAP VIEW on the Latitude screen. Google Maps™ shows your friends’ locations. Each
friend is represented by a photo icon with an arrow pointing at his or her approximate location. If
a friend has opted to enable city-level sharing, his or her icon will not have an arrow and it
appears in the middle of the city. See Connect with Your Friends for more details.

To see your friend’s profile and connect with him or her, touch the photo. This will display your
friend’s name, and then touch the balloon right above his or her icon.

List View:
To show a list of your friends, in Google Maps, touch FRIENDS LIST.

To see a friend’s profile and connect with him or her, select your friend’s name from the list.
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Connect with Your Friends

Touch a friend’s contact details balloon in map view or touch a friend in list view to open the
friend’s profile. In the profile screen, you can communicate with your friend and set privacy
options.

Map: Find a friend’s location on the map.

Directions: Get directions to the friend’s location.

Ping for check in: Send this friend a notification asking them to check in.
Manage sharing: Select from the following:

= Share best available location: Share your precise location information.

= Share only city level location: Share only the city you are in, not the street-level
location. Your friend can see your photo icon in the middle of the city you are in. To
share more precise location again, touch Share best available location.

» Hide from this friend: Stop sharing your location with this friend, both in list view
and in map view.

Remove this friend: Remove the friend from your list and stop sharing locations with
him or her altogether.

Change Location Settings

You have control over how and when you can be found by your friends. Only the last location
sent to Latitude is stored with your Google Account. If you turn off Latitude or are hiding, no
location is stored.

Music Player

The Play Music app plays digital audio files saved on the storage card. You need to copy music
files to your storage card first to use the Music application. See Use the Phone’s microSD Card
as a USB Drive for more details on copying files.

Note: If you have signed up for Google Music™, the first time you open the Music application
you will be prompted to select the account whose online Music library you want to
access from the Android Music application. Follow the onscreen instructions to continue.

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Web and Data

Your phone’s data capabilities let you wirelessly access the Internet or your corporate network
through a variety of connections, including Wi-Fi, Data Services, and Virtual Private Networks
(VPN).

The following topics address your phone’s data connections and the built-in Web browser.
Additional data-related features can be found in Accounts and Messaging, Apps and
Entertainment, and Tools and Calendar.

WI-FI
Wi-Fi provides wireless Internet access over distances of up to 300 feet. To use your phone’s

Wi-Fi, you need access to a wireless access point or “hotspot.”

The availability and range of the Wi-Fi signal depends on a number of factors, including
infrastructure and other objects through which the signal passes.

Turn Wi-Fi On and Connect to a Wireless Network

Use the Wireless & networks setting menu to enable your phone’s Wi-Fi radio and connect to an
available Wi-Fi network.

1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings.

2. If the off icon [Elill is displayed next to Wi-Fi, touch it to turn Wi-Fi on. The on icon Sl is
displayed and the phone will scan for available wireless networks.

3. Touch Wi-Fi. The network names and security settings (open network or secured with
WEP/WPA/WPA2 PSK) of detected Wi-Fi networks are displayed.

4. Touch a Wi-Fi network to connect. If you selected an open network, you will be
automatically connected to the network. If you selected a network that is secured with a
password, enter the password and then touch Connect.

Depending on the network type and its security settings, you may also need to enter more
information or choose a security certificate.

When your phone is connected to a wireless network, the Wi-Fi icon (%) appears in the status
bar and tells you the approximate signal strength. (The above icon indicates maximum signal
strength.)

If Network notification in Advanced Wi-Fi settings is enabled, this icon (& ) appears in the
status bar whenever the phone detects an available open wireless network within range.
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Note: The next time your phone connects to a previously accessed secured wireless network,
you will not be prompted to enter the password again, unless you reset your phone to its
factory default settings or you instruct the phone to forget the network.

Note: Wi-Fi networks are self-discoverable, which means no additional steps are required for
your phone to connect to a Wi-Fi network. It may be necessary to provide a user name
and password for certain closed wireless networks.

Check the Wireless Network Status

Check the status of your current wireless network, including speed and signal strength, through
the Wi-Fi settings menu.

1. Touch Home ") > Menu i== > System settings > Wi-Fi.

2. Touch the wireless network that the phone is currently connected to. You will see a
message box showing the Wi-Fi network nhame, status, speed, signal strength, and other
details.

Note: If you want to remove the phone’s wireless network settings, touch Forget on this
window. You need to enter the settings again if you want to connect to this wireless
network.

Connect to a Different Wi-Fi Network

Use the Wireless & networks settings to scan for and connect to a different Wi-Fi network.

1. Touch Home ] > Menu i== > System settings > Wi-Fi. Detected Wi-Fi networks are
displayed in the Wi-Fi networks section. To manually scan for available Wi-Fi networks,
touch Menu i== >Scan.

2. Touch another Wi-Fi network to connect to it.

Note: If the wireless network you want to connect to is not in the list of detected networks,
touch +. Enter the wireless network settings and touch Save.

Sprint Connections Optimizer

The Sprint Connections Optimizer is a tool that automatically selects the best mobile network for
your phone, including "remembered" Wi-Fi networks.

About Sprint Connections Optimizer

The Sprint Connections Optimizer helps you manage and enhance your data experience by
finding and connecting to "remembered" Wi-Fi networks on your phone. Remembered Wi-Fi
networks are networks with which you have previously chosen to connect. Active Wi-Fi
connections may offer improved performance and generally improve battery life while allowing
you to talk on the phone and use data at the same time.
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The Sprint Connections Optimizer works by searching for available "remembered" Wi-Fi
networks. If you do not leave your Wi-Fi antenna on all the time, you will only notice the Sprint
Connections Optimizer operating at certain times of the day in a small number of locations on
the Sprint network. Your Wi-Fi antenna will conserve battery by scanning for connections
periodically (not continuously), and if no connection is achieved, the antennas will be turned off.
You may also manually turn the antennas off during the scan period.

To facilitate quality assurance and enable feature enhancements, information is collected about
your battery levels, Wi-Fi and Sprint Network connections and usage. No personal information is
collected.

Enable Sprint Connections Optimizer

1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > More... > Mobile networks >
Connections Optimizer. You will see a disclaimer.

2. Read the disclaimer and touch | Agree to turn Sprint Connections Optimizer on.
Disable Sprint Connections Optimizer

2. Uncheck the box on the Sprint Connections Optimizer page.

Data Services

The following topics will help you learn the basics of using your data services, including
managing your user name, launching a data connection, and navigating the Web with your
phone.

Important:  Certain data services requests may require additional time to process. While your
phone is loading the requested service, the touchscreen may appear
unresponsive when in fact they are functioning properly. Allow the phone some
time to process your data usage request.

Your User Name

When you buy your phone and sign up for service, you're automatically assigned a user name,
which is typically based on your name and a number, followed by “@sprintpcs.com.” (For
example, the third John Smith to sign up for Sprint data services might have
jsmith003@sprintpcs.com as his user name.)

When you use data services, your user name is submitted to identify you to the Nationwide
Sprint Network. Your user hame is automatically programmed into your phone. You don’t have
to enter it.
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Update Your User Name

If you choose to change your user name and select a new one online, or make any changes to
your services, you must then update the profile on your phone.

1. Touch Home T > Menu i== > System settings > System update.

2. Touch Update profile.

Launch a Web Connection
Launching a Web connection is as simple as opening the browser on your phone.

» Touch Home > === > Browser. (Your data connection starts and you see the home
page.)

Note: Internet connections can be made either through the Sprint service or via Wi-Fi
(configured within the Settings > Wi-Fi page).

Tip:  To change the phone’s default launch page to your current page, touch Menu & == >
Settings > General > Set homepage > Current page. See Set the Browser Home
Page for details.

Note: The Browser automatically launches when a Web link is touched from within either an
email or text message.

Data Connection Status and Indicators

Your phone displays the current status of your data connection through indicators at the top of
the screen. The following symbols are used:

Your phone is connected to the Sprint 3G Network. When the arrows are animated, your phone
is transferring data (for example, when you are opening a Web page); when the arrows are gray,
your phone is connected to the network but is not currently transferring data (for example, when
you are viewing a Web page that is completely open). In either state, you can receive incoming
calls.

If you do not see an indicator, your phone does not have a current data connection. To launch a
connection, see Launch a Web Connection.

Virtual Private Networks (VPN)

From your phone, you can add, set up, and manage virtual private networks (VPNSs) that allow
you to connect and access resources inside a secured local network, such as your corporate
network.
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Prepare Your Phone for VPN Connection

Depending on the type of VPN you are using at work, you may be required to enter your login
credentials or install security certificates before you can connect to your company’s local
network. You can get this information from your network administrator.

Before you can initiate a VPN connection, your phone must first establish a Wi-Fi or data
connection. For information about setting up and using these connections on your phone, see
Launch a Web Connection and Turn Wi-Fi On and Connect to a Wireless Network.

Install Security Certificates

Your network administrator may instruct you to download and install security certificates to
connect to the network.

1. Download and install the certificates needed to access your local network into a microSD
card. Your network administrator can tell you how to do this.

2. Insert the microSD card into your phone. See Insert a microSD Card.

3. Touch Home ") > Menu == > System settings > Security > Install from SD card,
and install the necessary security certificates.

Add a VPN Connection

Use the Wireless & networks settings menu to add a VPN connection to your phone.
1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > More... > VPN.

2. If you are asked to set up a screen lock, touch OK and set up a required type of lock. To
set up a screen lock, see Screen Lock.

3. Touch Add VPN profile, and then enter the information for the VPN you want to add.

= Information may include Name, Type, Server address, PPP encryption (MPPE), and
advanced options.

= Set up all options according to the security details you have obtained from your
network administrator.

4. Touch Save.

The VPN is then added to the VPNs section of the VPN settings screen.

Connect to or Disconnect from a VPN
Once you have set up a VPN connection, connecting and disconnecting from the VPN is easy.

Connect to a VPN

1. Touch Home ") > Menu i== > System settings > More... > VPN.
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2. Inthe VPNs section, touch the VPN that you want to connect to.

3. When prompted, enter your login credentials, and then touch Connect. When you are
connected, a VPN connected icon appears in the notification area.

4. Open the Web browser to access resources such as intranet sites on your corporate
network. (For more information about browsing the Web, see Learn to Navigate the
Browser.)

Disconnect from a VPN
1. Drag the status bar down to open the Notifications panel.
2. Touch the VPN notification and then touch Disconnect.

When your phone has disconnected from the VPN, the VPN connected icon disappears from
the notification area of the title bar.

Browser

Your phone’s Web browser gives you full access to both mobile and traditional websites on the
go, using data service or Wi-Fi data connections.

Launch the Web Browser
Launching the browser is as easy as touching an icon.

» Touch Home ") >:=:i: > Browser.

Learn to Navigate the Browser

Navigating through menus and websites during a data session is easy once you have learned a
few basics.

Note: Before you access the SprintWeb home page, you may be asked to enter your 10-digit
wireless phone number and touch OK. Entering your phone number is not required for
access to other Web pages.

Scrolling

As with other parts of your phone’s menu, you’ll have to drag up and down to see everything on
some websites.

To scroll through a website’s page:
» In a single motion, touch and drag across or up and down a page.
Selecting

To select onscreen items or links:
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» Drag across a page, and then touch an item or onscreen link.

Links, which are displayed as underlined text, allow you to jump to Web pages, select special
functions, or even place phone calls.

Pinching and Zooming

Zooming in and out on a Web page can be done now without the need of an onscreen zoom
tool. Just use your fingers to pinch in or spread out on the screen.

To zoom in:
1. Place your thumb and index finger on the screen.
2. Expand them outward (spread) to zoom in.

To zoom out:
1. Place your thumb and index finger on the screen.
2. Bring them together (pinch) to zoom out.

Go Back

To go back one page:

» Touch Back €= on your phone. Repeat this process to keep going back through your
Web page history of recently visited pages.

Browser Menu
The browser menu offers additional options to expand your use of the Web on your phone.

Open the Browser Menu

The browser menu may be opened anytime you have an active data session, from any page
you are viewing.

2. From any open Web page, touch Menu === You will see the browser menu.
Options available within the browser menu may include:

e Stop: Stops loading the current Web page.

e Refresh: Reloads the current Web page.

e [Forward: Returns you to a previously viewed page.

e Homepage: Returns you to the home page.
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e Bookmarks: Allows you to access and manage your bookmarks.

e Save to bookmarks: Adds the currently viewed page to bookmarks.

e Share page: Allows you to share the URL via Gmail, SMS, Email, Bluetooth, etc.
e Find on page: Allows you to search in the current page.

e Request desktop site: Allows you to assign the browser to display the current page in
the desktop view (to closely mimic the display as it would appear on a Desktop
computer).

e Save for offline reading: Saves the Web page so you can read it later even when
offline.

e Settings: Allows you to modify your Web settings. For more information, see Adjust
Browser Settings.

Select Text on a Web Page
You can highlight text on a Web page and copy it, search for it, or share it.

1. Touch Home ) > i > Browser and navigate to a Web page.

2. Touch and hold the text you want to copy. Drag the tabs to expand or reduce the range
of the selected text. Any selected text will appear highlighted.

Adjust Browser Settings

You can control many of the settings for your browser through the browser settings menu,
including general page settings, privacy & security, accessibility settings, advanced settings
such as JavaScript and plug-ins, bandwidth management, and labs settings.

2. From any open Web page, touch Menu i== > Settings. You will see the browser
settings menu.

3. You can access the following settings menus:

* Set homepage: Sets the current home page for the Web browser.

* Clear cache: Deletes all currently cached data. Touch OK to complete the
process.

* Clear history: Clears the browser navigation history. Touch OK to complete the
process.

* Show security warnings: Notifies you if there is a security issue with the current
website. Clear the check mark to disable this function.

* Accept cookies: Allows sites that require cookies to save and read cookies from
your phone.

e Clear all cookie data: Clears all current browser cookie files.
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«  Remember form data: Allows the phone to store data from any previously filled-
out forms.

Event Reminders

If you have set at least one reminder for an event, the upcoming event icon @ will appear in
the notifications area of the status bar to remind you of the upcoming event.

To snooze, view, or edit the reminder:
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1. Slide the status bar down to open the Natifications panel.
Note: If you have other pending event reminders, these events will also appear on the screen.
2. Do one of the following:

= Touch Snooze under the event name to postpone the event reminder for five
minutes.

= Touch the event name to access the reminder settings.
* View or edit the reminder settings.

« Touch f to access the event settings.

* Touch Back €5 to keep the reminder pending in the notifications area of the status
bar.

To set reminder settings:

= To access more advanced features, flick the screen left or touch Menu == >

Voice Services

Your phone’s voice services let you place calls using your voice, convert text into speech, and
more.
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Automatic Speech Recognition (ASR)

You can use your phone’s built-in automatic speech recognition (ASR) software (Voice Dialer)
to dial a phone number in your contacts or to launch phone functions. All you have to do is to
talk into the phone, and ASR will recognize your voice and complete tasks by itself.

Activate the Voice Dialer

» Touch Home (") > :2:2 > Voice Dialer.

The phone prompts you to say a command from the list displayed on the screen. To complete
your task, simply follow the onscreen prompts or touch an onscreen option.

If the application does not recognize the number, name, or application name, it will find the most
likely matches and display a list. Touch a selection or touch Cancel to exit the Voice Dialer.

Tip: Use ASR in a quiet environment so it can accurately recognize your commands.
Make a Voice Call with the Voice Dialer

2. When prompted to speak, say “Open [application name].”

» For example, say “Open Calendar,” to open the Calendar. The application screen is
displayed.

Open a Settings Menu with the Voice Dialer

2. When prompted to speak, say “Open [settings menu name].”

= For example, say “Open sound settings.” The Sound settings menu screen is
displayed.

Text-to-Speech Settings

Your phone can convert text into audible speech in some reading apps such as TalkBack (see
TalkBack). You may select the language you hear or adjust its speed.

3. Select your engine. Touch @ to configure the settings of the selected engine.

4. Touch Speech rate and select a speed.

Voice Search allows you to find information on the web as well as items and information on your
phone by speaking your search terms.

2. Speak clearly into the phone’s microphone when you see Speak now on the screen. If
an error occurs, try again.

3. Touch a matching item from the onscreen list.
Voice Search Settings
You can configure the settings of the voice search feature.
1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > Language & input.
2. Touch Voice Search.
» Language to set the language used when entering text by speaking.
» Speech output to select when to use voice search.

= Block offensive words to replace recognized offensive words in transcriptions with
[#] when entering text by speaking.

= Hotword detection to launch voice search by saying "Google."

= Download offline speech recognition to download the speech recognition data for
offline use.

= Personalized recognition to improve speech recognition accuracy.

= Google Account dashboard to manage your collected data.
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= Bluetooth headset to record audio through Bluetooth headset if available.

Eco Mode

The Eco Mode allows you to save battery life while using your phone.

1. Touch Home (™ > & > Eco Mode.
2. Touch an option to enable or disable the Eco Mode:

= On: Enables the Eco Mode. The Eco Mode On icon ‘ appears on the status bar
when selected.

= Auto On: Enables the Eco Mode when the remaining battery level falls below the set
level. Scroll and set the percentage. The Eco Standby icon Qappears on the status
bar when selected.

= Off: Disables the Eco Mode. The Eco Mode Off icon Q briefly appears on the
status bar when selected.

3. Configure the Eco settings. Touch the icon of the following items to select:
= Sleep to set the screen timeout to 15 seconds.
* Brightness to decrease the display brightness.
» Wallpaper to select the Eco wallpaper.
*= Vibrate on touch to turn off the vibration feedback.
= Auto-rotate screen to disable the Auto-rotate screen feature.

Configured settings in the Eco Mode are automatically reflected in the respective Settings menu,
and vice versa.

Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range communications technology that allows you to connect wirelessly to a
number of Bluetooth devices, such as headsets and hands-free car kits, and Bluetooth-enabled
handhelds, computers, printers, and wireless phones. The Bluetooth communication range is
usually approximately 30 feet.

Turn Bluetooth On or Off

Use the settings menu to enable or disable your phone’s Bluetooth capabilities.
1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings.

2. Touch the off icon [Elfll next to Bluetooth to turn Bluetooth on.
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Touch the on icon |8} to turn Bluetooth off.

Note: Turn off Bluetooth when not in use to conserve battery power, or in places where using a
wireless phone is prohibited, such as aboard an aircraft and in hospitals.

The Bluetooth Settings Menu

The Bluetooth settings menu gives you access to information and controls for your phone’s
Bluetooth feature.

» Touch Home ") > Menu == > System settings > Bluetooth.

= Touch your phone name at the top of the list to set your phone visible to other
devices. Touch again to set your phone to not visible to other devices. The duration
your phone is visible can be changed.

» Touch SEARCH FOR DEVICES to search for other visible in-range Bluetooth
devices.

= Touch Menu i== > Rename phone to rename your phone for Bluetooth access.

= Touch Menu == > Visibility timeout to select the duration your phone is visible to
other devices.

= Touch Menu i== > Show received files to view all files you have received via
Bluetooth.

Change the Device Name
The device name identifies your phone to other devices.

1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > Bluetooth.
2. If Bluetooth is not switched on, touch the off icon [Elfl to turn Bluetooth on.
3. Touch Menu i== > Rename phone.

4. Enter the name for your phone in the dialog box, and then touch Rename.

Connect a Bluetooth Headset or Car Kit

You can listen to music over a Bluetooth stereo headset, or have hands-free conversations
using a compatible Bluetooth headset or car kit. It's the same procedure to set up stereo audio
and hands-free devices.

To listen to music with your headset or car kit, the headset or car kit must support the A2DP
Bluetooth profile.

1. Touch Home [ > Menu i== > System settings > Bluetooth.
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2. If Bluetooth is not switched on, touch the off icon [Elfl to turn Bluetooth on.

3. Make sure that the headset is discoverable, so that your phone can find the headset.
Refer to the instructions that came with the headset to find out how to set it to
discoverable mode.

4. Touch SEARCH FOR DEVICES. Your phone will start to scan for Bluetooth devices
within range.

5. When you see the name of your headset displayed on the AVAILABLE DEVICES list,
touch the name. Your phone then automatically tries to pair with the headset.

6. If automatic pairing fails, enter the passcode supplied with your headset.

The pairing and connection status is displayed below the hands-free headset or car kit name in
the Bluetooth devices section. When the Bluetooth headset or car kit is connected to your

phone, the Bluetooth paired icon . is displayed in the status bar. Depending on the type of

headset or car kit you have connected, you can then start using the headset or car kit to listen to
music or make and receive phone calls.

Note: Due to different specifications and features of other Bluetooth-compatible devices,
display and operations may be different, and functions such as transfer or exchange
may not be possible with all Bluetooth-compatible devices.

Reconnect a Headset or Car Kit

When you have paired a headset with your phone, you should be able to reconnect it
automatically by turning on Bluetooth on your phone and then turning on the headset. However,
sometimes you will need to reconnect manually, for example if you have been using your
headset with another Bluetooth device.

1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > Bluetooth.

2. If Bluetooth is not switched on, touch the off icon [Elfll to turn Bluetooth on.
3. Make sure that the headset is discoverable.

4. Touch the headset’s name in the PAIRED DEVICES list.

5. If prompted to enter a passcode, try 0000 or 1234, or consult the headset or car kit
documentation to find the passcode.

6. If you still cannot reconnect to the headset or car kit, follow the instructions in Disconnect
or Unpair from a Bluetooth Device, and then follow the instructions in Connect a
Bluetooth Headset or Car Kit.
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Disconnect or Unpair from a Bluetooth Device

You can manually disconnect or unpair from a Bluetooth device through the Bluetooth settings
menu.

Disconnect a Bluetooth Device
1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > Bluetooth.
2. Onthe PAIRED DEVICES list, touch the device to disconnect.
3. Touch OK.

Unpair from a Bluetooth Device

You can make your phone forget its pairing connection with another Bluetooth device. To
connect to the other device again, you may need to enter or confirm a passcode again.

1. Touch Home ) > Menu i== > System settings > Bluetooth.
2. Onthe PAIRED DEVICES list, touch @' next to the device to unpair.
3. Touch Unpair.

Send and Receive Information Using Bluetooth

You can use Bluetooth to transfer information between your phone and another Bluetooth-
enabled device such as a phone or notebook computer. The first time you transfer information
between your phone and another device, you need to enter or confirm a security passcode.
After that, your phone and the other device are paired, and you will not need to exchange
passcodes to transfer information in the future.

Send Information from Your Phone to Another Device

You can send the following types of information, depending on the device you are sending to:
e Images and videos
e Contacts

1. Set the receiving device to discoverable mode. You may also need to set it to “Receive
Beams” or “Receive Files”. Refer to the device’s documentation for instructions on
receiving information over Bluetooth.

2. On the phone, open the application that contains the information or file you want to send.

For example, if you want to send a saved picture, touch Home [ > =2z > Gallery.

3. Follow the steps for the type of item you want to send:

If prompted, accept the connection on the receiving device, and enter the same
passcode on both your phone and the other device, or confirm the auto-generated
passcode.

On the receiving device, accept the file.

Receive Information from Another Device

Your phone is capable of receiving a wide variety of file types with Bluetooth, including pictures,
videos, or contacts.

If Bluetooth is not switched on, touch the off icon [Elgl to turn Bluetooth on.
Touch your phone name to make your phone visible to unpaired devices.

On the sending device, send one or more files to your phone. Refer to the device’s
documentation for instructions on sending information over Bluetooth.

If prompted, enter the same passcode on both your phone and the other device, or
confirm the auto-generated passcode. A Bluetooth authorization request is displayed on
your phone.

Touch Pair.

When your phone receives a file transfer request natification, slide down the
Notifications panel, touch the notification, and then touch Accept.

When a file is transferred, a notification is displayed. To open the file immediately, slide
down the Notifications panel, and then touch the relevant notification.

When you open a received file, what happens next depends on the file type:

For a vCard contact file, if there are multiple vCard files on your storage card, you can
choose to import one, several, or all of those contacts to your contacts list.
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microSD Card

A microSD™ card is an optional accessory that allows you to store images, videos, music,
documents, and voice data on your phone.

Note: Your phone also has some internal space for storing picture, music, etc. just like the SD
card. See Primary Storage for more information.

Insert a microSD Card
Remove the battery cover and the battery to insert a compatible microSD card into your phone.

1. Turn your phone off and remove the battery cover. See Turn Your Phone On and Off
and Insert and Charge the Battery.

2. Lift the battery and remove it.

3. Insert a microSD card into the microSD card slot with the gold terminals facing down.
Gently push the card in until it snaps into place.

4. Replace the battery and the battery cover. See Insert and Charge the Battery.

Remove the microSD Card
Remove the battery cover and the battery to remove the microSD card from your phone.

1. Turn your phone off and remove the battery cover. See Turn Your Phone On and Off
and Insert and Charge the Battery.
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2. Lift the battery and remove it.

3. Gently push the microSD card inward and release it. The card is now halfway out of the
microSD card slot.

4. Gently pull out the card from the slot.
5. Replace the battery and the battery cover. See Insert and Charge the Battery.

Note: You can easily damage the microSD card by improper operation. Please be careful
when inserting, removing, or handling the microSD card.

Note: Make sure your battery is fully charged before using the microSD card. Your data may
become damaged or unusable if the battery runs out while using the microSD card.

View the microSD Card Memory
The Storage settings menu gives you access to your microSD card memory information.

» With the microSD card inserted, touch Home () > Menu i== > System settings >
Storage. (The total and available memory space will be displayed.)

Unmount the microSD Card

Unmount the microSD card to prevent corrupting the data stored on it or damaging the microSD
card.

Formatting a microSD card permanently removes all files stored on the card.

The formatting procedure erases all the data on the microSD card, after which the files
CANNOT be retrieved. To prevent the loss of important data, please check the contents
before you format the card.

Use the Phone’s microSD Card as a USB Drive

To transfer music, pictures, and other files from your computer to your phone’s microSD card,
you need to set the phone’s microSD card as a USB drive.

Note:

Connect the phone to your computer using the supplied USB cable.
The PC connection screen automatically opens.

If you see '~P on the status bar, slide it down to open the Notifications panel and touch
the USB connection notification.

Touch Mass Storage > Done > OK. See PC Connection Settings.

On your computer, the connected phone and the inserted microSD card are recognized
as two removable disks. Navigate to these removable disks and open the one containing
the data from the microSD card.

Do one of the following:
= Copy files from the computer to the root folder on the phone’s storage card.

= Copy files from the phone’s storage card to a folder on your computer or computer
desktop.

After copying the files, unmount the removable disks (that is, the connected phone) as
required by your computer’s operating system to safely remove your phone, and
disconnect the phone from the computer.

The phone will not recognize the microSD card when it is connected to a computer as a
disk drive. You will not be able to use some of the phone’s applications such as Camera
or Play Music.
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Use the Phone’s microSD Card as a Media Device
You can connect your phone as a media device to your computer.

1. Connect the phone to your computer using the supplied USB cable.
2. The PC connection screen automatically opens.

If you see '~P on the status bar, slide it down to open the Notifications panel and touch
the USB connection notification.

3. Touch Media Transfer > Done. See PC Connection Settings.

Update Your Phone

From time to time, updates may become available for your phone. You can download and apply
updates through the System update menu.

Update Your PRL

This option allows you to download and update the PRL (preferred roaming list) automatically.
1. Touch Home ") > Menu i== > System settings > System update > Update PRL.

2. Follow the onscreen instructions.

Update Your Profile

This option allows you to automatically update your online user profile information. If you choose
to change your user name and select a new one online, you must then update the user name on
your phone.

1. Touch Home " > Menu i== > System settings > System update > Update profile.
2. Follow the onscreen instructions.

Note: If your data services or account syncing ever seems to go out unexpectedly, use this
feature to reconnect with the network.

Update Your Phone Firmware

This option allows you to update the Android Operating System (OS) and the phone software on
your phone via an over-the-air connection.

Before Updating Your Firmware

Updating your phone firmware may erase all user data from your phone. You must back up all
critical information before updating your phone firmware.
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CAUTION!  Make sure to back up all data prior to updating your phone as it may be erased.
To back up your account information:

2. Touch a category such as Google and Email under ACCOUNTS and then touch the
account containing the data you want to back up now.
